       O’Berry Center Foundation Receives $30,000 Grant 

The O’Berry Center Foundation 
received a $30,000 grant from 
CVS Charitable Trust for its fami-
ly support program. 

Through this program, the Foun-
dation provides durable medical 
equipment for long term loan to 

individuals with developmental 
disabilities in 67 eastern and 
central NC counties. 

In 2010, the Foundation provided 
$40,000 worth of equipment, 
including portable strollers, 
wheelchairs, therapeutic listening 

devices, weighted vest and blan-
kets and many more!  This grant 
will allow the Foundation to con-
tinue this important program. 
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Through the Foundation’s 
permanent endowment, 
we provide scholarships 
to OBNMTC employees 
and through a partnership 
with Knights of Columbus/
LAMB Foundation, we 
provide scholarships to 
individuals in the commu-
nity working towards a 
degree with the intent of 
serving the developmen-
tally disabled.
